The Psychology of Training 

Does your horse get nervous when you leave the arena?  Do you get 

nervous when you leave the arena?  Take baby steps.  Make leaving 

the arena a reward.  Work your horse in his/her comfortable arena, 

then ride to another arena and work him/her again, then move to 

another arena.  You and your horse will soon realize the only time 

you’re not working is outside the arena.  Horses don’t want to work so 

they will take advantage of any downtime and relax which we have 

made outside of the arena.  Start out by moving around arenas that are 

close together, when comfortable move to arenas that are farther away.  

If your horse is not doing something you want, make what or where it 

wants to be  more work, than what you are asking him to do.   By Roy Rich
