Your Monthly Trainer’s Tip

What to do with your horses when the arenas are too wet?? 
 

If they haven’t been exercised recently, find a place to lunge them.  When they 
are finished kicking up their heels and are listening, you should be safe to get 
on and hit the trails.   
 
When my horses get antsy on the trails I give them more to think about.  I trot 
circles and figure eights around the bushes, or ask them to stop and back up.  
By doing this my horses will become softer to the left and right and softer to 
stop and back, and most importantly they will start waiting for directions and 
won’t ever think about running towards home.
