Trainer Tip of the Month 

 
During the summer months it is very important to wash your horse off after riding.  
Horses tend to sweat more during the summer and salts and dirt dry on your horses 
back after you ride.  These salts can lead to galled skin and irritations.  If you don’t 
have time to wash your horse with mild soap and water then at least make sure to 
rinse your horse off with water to ensure all salts and dirt are removed.  Allow them to 
dry before putting them back in their stall so when they roll most of that dirt will just 
rub off.
