Trainer Tip of the Month 

 

When the weather turns from cold to hot I like to give my horses electrolytes.  
This helps to prevent dehydration which could lead to colic.  I prefer the 

paste as opposed to the powder because you know exactly how much your 
horse has received  and they won’t stop eating their grain or drinking their 

water because they do not like the taste.  May and July are the two months I 
am most concerned with and always monitor all my horses.
